If you discover a fire, make sure that everyone is out of the area. Leave the room and close the door
behind you. When you are safe, pull the nearest fire alarm. Then contact the Administrator on Call.

If a smoke detector goes off or you see a fire:
● Remain calm and get out of the building using the nearest exit.
● The RA on duty should take the duty phone with him or her.
● If you see smoke under the door, find another way out.
● Feel the door with the back of your hand before you open it. If it is hot, find another way out.
● Knock on the resident’s room doors with the clipboard as you leave the building.
● If necessary, drop to the floor to avoid smoke and fumes and crawl to safety.
● If your clothes catch on fire, STOP where you are, DROP to the ground, and ROLL over and

over to smother the flames.
● Call 9-1-1 from a safe location, outside of the building. UNDER NO CIRCUMSTANCES ARE

YOU TO RE-ENTER THE BUILDING!
● Call the On-Call Professional.
● If you are trapped in a burning building, stay near a window and close to the floor. If possible,

signal for help.
● Once outside, gather your residents.
● Account for those residents who are present.
● Prepare a list of “missing” students for emergency response staff.
